A temporary reservation of the waters of Torrent Bay between 9:00pm on 31 December 2024 and
1:45am on 1 January 2025. Firework firing will take place at midnight.

The effect of the temporary reservation will be to prevent all other water activities, within that area
for the time specified. Vessels operating within or near this area must comply with any directions
issued by the event organisers or officials.

People wishing to observe the display from boats must stay out of Torrent Bay and over 200
metres away from the barge. They should:

* carry a fire extinguisher

* cover exposed fuel tank vents

» show the correct navigation lights for their vessel type

TRAVELLING EXCLUSION ZONE

Between 9.00am on 31 December 2025 and 9.00am on 1 January 2026, a travelling exclusion
zone of 200 metres exists around any barge showing a red light or red flag in the Kaiteriteri -
Torrent Bay area due the barge carrying dangerous goods.

All water users should keep well clear for their own safety.
